Champion Learning Academy’s objective is to provide a safe, fun, and nurturing environment for each camper. In order to for each camper to have a positive and enriching experience, Champion
Learning Academy staff will provide positive reinforcement and praise as an effective way of managing the behavior of each camper. In the event that negative behavior arises, Champion
